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E.g. an undergraduate student on a three year degree programme requiring 360 credits is
allowed to take 4.5 years (3 years x 1.5) to complete their studies. The student would be
expected to have achieved an average of at least 80 credits per academic year to be
progressing at an acceptable pace (360 + (1.5 x 3) = 80).

Examples:
Degree type & standard Credits Max. timeframe &
published programme length minimum credits
Bachelor’s degree 360 credits in total. 4.5 years.
3 years 120 credits per level.

Minimum 80 credits per
academic year.

Maximum 540
attempted credits in
total.

Master’s degree
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Repetition or reassessment due
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A student may appeal on the basis of injury, illness, death of a relative or other special
circumstances. The appeal must be submitted within 14 days of notice of suspension and it must
explain why the student failed to make SAP and what has changed in their situation that will allow
them to make SAP at the next evaluation point. Documentary evidence to support the appeal will be

required e.g. medical certificate, death certificate etc. Appeals should be submitted to: Chichester
